Effective July 1, 2016, Beacon Health
Options will assume the responsibility of
qualifying Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD)
providers who wish to enroll in the Medicaid
Program to provide services under the
Medicaid State Plan. Beacon Health Options
is the Dbehavioral health Administrative
Services Organization (ASO) for the
Medicaid Program. Prior to July 1, 2016, the
Department of Development  Services
qualified ASD providers for the Medicaid
Program.

This change in the qualifying process is not
applicable to Medicaid waiver service
providers. The Department of Developmental
Services will continue to qualify ASD waiver
providers.
